Club recently sent 

2,000 LifeStraws to be distributed by The Rotary Club of 

Cucuta, following     devastating floods. Dirty water can 

be sucked through the LifeStraws to make it drinkable.  
They also held a collection outside the Co-operative store 
in January, to collect money to help the same Columbian 

club look after thousands of people evacuated from a 
town, about the size of Barton, that slid down a hillside 
due to the heaviest rain on record and a geological fault. 

Rotary ShelterBox has also sent 1,200 boxes, each    
containing a ten-person tent, sleeping bags and cooking 

equipment. Barton has strong connections and has 
worked on a number of projects with the 
Cucuta club.

Childhood Memories  
 

No òmod-consó when I was a child, just a pump in the 

yard was our water supply.  No taps hot or cold, but a pot 

on the fire our water to heat.  No bathroom or sink, just a 

bowl to be filled, in the òback kitchenó was our daily     

routine.  With a tin bath on a Friday, we all took our 

turn, no bubbles or smellies just a plain bar of soap.  And 

down the yard we had to go to answer ònatureõs calló. 

No cars or no buses just a long walk to school.  òWeõll  

enter you in the skipping raceó Miss Nightingale said, 

you may arrive early one day if you did!  Call at the sweet 

shop on my way home.  A penny to spend was all mom 

could afford!  No TVõs or laptops when we arrived home, 

we made our own fun, with no fear of being òwhisked 

awayó we were free to wander away from home.  So down 

the Beck we sometimes went, with nets, and jam jars tied 

round with string, our fishing to do.  In popped our 

òcatchó if lucky weõd been.  Skipping, whipping tops or 

hop scotch in the street.  Or bouncing a ball on the 

neighbourõs wall.  But, oh dear, sometimes they got upset!  

So indoors we were sent, our artistic powers to explore.  

With crayons or paint or plasticine, or game of cards if in 

the mood.  Sometimes entertained by brothers powers on 

harmonica or accordion.  Then round the table time for 

tea with bread and jam, sometimes cheese, homemade 

pies with a taste sublime.  Motherõs pies could win a 

prize.   

On Saturdays into the yard we were sent with the      

Sunbeam comic and a quarter of sweets, Sharps toffees 

were a treat!  Whilst indoors mom the house did clean.  

Aided by sisters much older than I from top to bottom 

they did a real spring clean.  No carpets or vacuums just 

lino to scrub, and a black leaded grate to polish and 

clean.  Windows and brasses all shining like new.  They 

did a grand job, then indoors we could go!   

The town fell silent when Sundays came, no trading or 

factory work to be done.  Save for the sound of bells    

calling the people to worship, the whole town had  an  

eerie silence.  So people donned their Sunday best and 

went to church or chapel, Sunday school was a must with 

different lessons to absorb, than that of weekday lessons.  

On Sunday nights we had a treat, as well as our usual 

tea-time fare there was pineapple and cream, and    

homemade cakes for tea.  Whilst the òSally Armyó played 

hymns in the street.  Although with worldly goods we 

were not endowed, but with home grown vegs, rabbit 

stews and motherõs suet òpudsó, we never did go hungry.  

But with tons of love and family fun we were never bored 

or neglected.

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The weather in Barton during 2010 - another dry year 
 

Last year proved to be the second dry year in succession with only 511 mm (just over 20 ins) of rain falling on the town.  This 

was some 80 mm (3 ins) less than 2009's rainfall and significantly less that the over 700 mm recorded in the previous two years.  

As a result of this shortfall it is perhaps not surprising that the artesian springs in Barton Beck ran dry for much of the later part 

of the year. 
 

It should be noted that the average annual rainfall in Barton in the 13 years since 1995 has been some 624 mm per annum so for 

two years running the town has been short of something like 4 inches of rain. 
 

Monthly totals in 2010 were - Jan - 54.75 mm; Feb - 64.75 mm; Mar - 35.25 mm; May - 7 mm; June - 40 mm; July - 12 mm; 

Aug - 61 mm; Sept - 71.75 mm; Oct - 27.75 mm; Nov - 82.25 mm; Dec - 32.5 mm 
 

Stay-at-home holiday makers did have a better July and August in 2010 than in 2009.  Whereas in the previous year nearly 150 

mm of rain fell in those two months only 73 mm fell in 2010. 
 

Certainly the most notable feature of 2010's weather was the prolonged cold spell during the later weeks of the year.  From 24 

November to 31 December there were only four nights when the temperature remained above freezing point and for some 14 

nights a temperature of below 50C was recorded. On three nights a temperature of -80C was recorded in Queen Street but it was 

reported that far lower nightly temperatures were recorded in the higher areas of the town.

Over 18,000 visitors and users have been to the School since 

the restoration was completed at the end of  2008.

The Wilderspin School 

~ Two Years On 
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Barton Shrink Map and Website 
 

Two new additions to the wealth of information available for Barton upon Humber have just been launched. 
 

The Wilderspin National School on Queen Street was the setting for the launch by Town Mayor Cllr Keith Vickers 
of the Barton upon Humber Shrink Map and Barton Tourism website  while at the same time the townôs Civic    
Society  re-launched its very popular series of walks within and around the town. 
 

Funding from LEADER, Barton Town Council, Barton Lions, Barton Chamber of Trade and Industry and support 
from North Lincolnshire Council, the South Humber Collection and Barton Civic Society has enabled this  pocket 
sized map of the town which folds out to reveal all of the townôs streets to date to be produced by the townôs   
Tourism Partnership.  A tourism website http://barton-upon-humber.org.uk was launched the same day.   
 

Tourism Partnership chairman, Cllr Paul Vickers, is keen to stress that the website is very much for the community 
and he hopes that everyone will take advantage of it to publicise either their own particular charity, group or      
society or event that has been organised. 
 

ñIf we have missed someone out ï if we have got something wrong, please let us know,ò he said.  ñIt is the townôs 
website and I am sure it  will be a great asset for both residents and visitors alike.ò 
 

ñThe website will enable users to access key information about heritage, arts, events, leisure activities and local 
issues and a further benefit is an on-line calendar which can be accessed by local groups to input their events. 
 

The launch was in conjunction with the Civic Society who are republishing their popular town walks and also the 
Discover Lincolnshire Weekend.  

 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 

As I write at the end of February the weather at last seems to 
be changing.  This is the first time we have had two days in a 
row with warm sunshine.  Yesterday we even sat outside and 
didnõt need a coat.  Sadly we are surrounded by plants that 
appear to have succumbed to the winter weather.  Two    
Cordyline australis (Cabbage Palm), a Phormium tenax (New 
Zealand flax) and a Musa basjoo (Japanese banana), in our 
tropical border all look very sick.  Also a Clianthus puniceus 
(Lobster claw) grown on a sheltered wall is in a poor state.  
The combination of wet and extreme cold has killed off many 
well established large shrubs.  This is the problem with 
growing ever more non-native plants, many of which are 
border line hardy.  But looking on the bright side, it gives us 
the opportunity to grow something different, and to redesign 
the border without having to remove healthy plants.  Of 
course some plants are happily flowering away already, like 
the Lonicera fragrantissima whose sweet scent fills the air. 
Another thing this time of the year, some nurseries have   
offers on plants, in order to make space for fresh stock.  We 
have a number of half price trees and shrubs waiting to go in, 
which include three apples, a plum, a cherry and another 
shrubby honeysuckle called Lonicera tatarica, which bears 
red, fragrant tulip-shaped flowers in early summer.  It    
originates from Russia so should be hardy enough to survive.  
We also have a Blackcurrant ôEbonyõ to replace our Goji 
berry, which has been difficult to train and will be replanted 
in our woodland area where it can ôspread to its heartõs     
contentõ.  The Blackcurrant is a new variety with larger 
fruits than usual, which are supposed to be sweet enough to 
eat straight from the bush, we will see.  Blackcurrants are so 
called super foods, rich in antioxidants, for more info see 
www.superfruits.org   They like the soil reasonably moist, so 
we will add plenty of organic material to our sandy soil to 
help hold moisture and nutrients.  Yield can be improved by 
reducing the length of new seasonsõ growth by a third in 
early August.  When they get older prune out a third of the  

 
oldest stems and they should continue to produce a decent 
sized crop. 
According to Suttons Culture of Vegetable and Flowers during 
March and April time ôthe gardener should be up with the 
lark to bed with the robinõ (which is the last to say farewell 
to a sunny day).  Certainly it is a busy time for sowing crops, 
carrots, leeks, peas and turnips can be sown outdoors.  But 
many crops benefit from starting them off inside or in a 
frame.  Peas and beans are less likely to be destroyed by mice 
and molluscs if they are started off inside and then planted 
out when a reasonable size.  If you are growing them in 
amongst ornamentals it is easier to position them.  A simple 
frame can be made using a large clear plastic storage box.  A 
few holes in the bottom for drainage and a layer of sand or 
gravel in the bottom will stop the box blowing around in the 
wind and provides a sump to hold onto warmth and        
moisture. 
I see Monty Don is coming back to Gardenerõs World.  He 
may be a likeable presenter but his horticulture is not always 
up to scratch.  He has already   upset the Garden Centres by 
saying heõs not been to one for ten years, and sweet pea 
growers by saying their products lack scent.  Last time he 
was on the programme he upset soft fruit growers when he 
complained about poly-tunnels, leading to them having to 
apply for planning permission.  Poor old Percy Thrower will 
be turning in his grave.  Donõt forget to look out for the  
Gardenerõs World magazine that has a card allowing 2 for 1 
access to various gardens.  You can save the price of the 
magazine on just one visit.  Talking about visiting gardens 
our Norfolk garden should be open along with others locally 
on Sunday 26th June 2011, to benefit the church.  So if you 
are near Wells next the Sea we look forward to seeing you.  
Also nearby Holkham Hall is redeveloping its walled garden 
which is worth a visit.  There is also an excellent garden at 
East Ruston just along the coast.

Patient Forum  
 

The Patient Forum has been in existence for just over 

a year.  

We have attempted to meet every two months  

during that time and have discussed a wide range 

of issues and attempted to garner advice and  

opinions from the patients who use Central Surgery. 

We have advertised our presence in the local press 

and a variety of community newsletters. For a time 

we had news of our existence attached to           

prescriptions from Boots, Lloyds and the pharmacy 

at the surgery. A suggestion box has been placed in 

the surgery and over a period of a week members 

of the Forum also conducted interviews with         

patients attending the surgery. (There is also a NHS 

website where patients may express their views.)  

We have examined regional and national statistics 

and compared the figures with those available for 

our own practice. We have discussed the cleaning 

of the surgery and the possible health risks posed by 

magazines and toys in the surgery. We have        

suggested a clearer signage so that more patients 

can avail themselves of the hand -washing gel that is 

available near the entrance to building.  

The biggest topic of discussion has been the         

appointment system. We have had more feedback 

on this subject than any other. The Practice is    

committed to providing the best possible service 

and to this end a number of changes have          

occurred. There is now a new and more efficient 

computer system. Patients who telephone in are 

now put into a queue and as soon as a receptionist 

is available the calls will be answered. There are 

now some appointments which can be booked in  

advance and some that are available outside 

ònormal hoursó. If you wish to book an advance      

appointment there is no need to telephone at eight 

oõclock. 

The doctors are still concerned about the number of 

people who make appointments and fail to  attend. 

The number of missed appointments is advertised in 

the surgery. In October, for example, there were 116 

appointments missed. This roughly equates to three 

working days for one of the doctors.  

We have been kept informed of the progress       

regarding the new surgery at Goxhill which was 

opened in November. There is a doctor and nurse 

there every weekday and prescriptions will be  

available on the premises. A trial is being             

conducted for patients living in Barrow who wish to 

have their medicines delivered to their homes. This 

can be done as long as someone is at home to   

receive the medication.  

We have had a number of patients contact us and 

those who could be identified received feedback. 

Members of the Forum have attended two       

meetings of the Barton Senior Alliance in order to 

keep them informed of what is happening. If there 

are any other community groups who would like us 

to attend their meetings then please get in touch.  

If you wish to make contact then please write to the 

Chairman, Patient Forum c/o Central Surgery or 

place your comments in the Suggestion Boxes 

which are to be found in the two surgeries.

This committee meets quarterly to progress and monitor the ongoing financial affairs of the Council, to consider budget 
proposals from other Council committees, to review and report on requests for financial aid from non council organisations, 
and to recommend to the Council the amount that needs to be provided to meet the Councilôs costs for the following      
financial year.  This amount is called the precept, and is raised from Barton upon Humber residents solely to be spent in 
Barton, being collected as a supplement to the North Lincolnshire Council general rate, and detailed in the separate leaflet 
accompanying your Council Tax bill. 
As you will have seen elsewhere, in partnership with CHAMP, we have installed a lift at the Assembly Rooms during the 
current financial year, and as we had been building up the funding for this project over a number of years, our reserves are 
now significantly reduced.  We shall therefore be keeping a close watch to avoid overspending during the coming year, 
especially as we have trimmed our budget for 2011/12, and will continue our efforts to reduce costs beyond this. 
Congratulations to both Shirley Richards and Carol Clark on completion of their CILCA and WWYC courses. 
Our thanks to them for preparing the committeeôs documentation and accounts, dealing with queries from ourselves and 
residents, and doing 101 other things. 
Copies of our audited accounts are available to view in the Council Offices, Queen Street, preferably by prior appointment. 

PLANNING COMMITTEE REPORT 2010/2011

Following a review of the Councilôs structure, a planning committee of 5 councillors was set up in August 2010.  In order to 
meet the required timescale for responses to North Lincolnshire Council the committee meets twice monthly, and have 
scheduled their meetings for 7pm, either before the monthly meeting of the full council or before one of the other quarterly 
committee meetings.  The dates and venues of these bi-monthly planning committee meetings can be seen on the notice 
board outside the Council offices at the Assembly Rooms in Queen Street, or on the Barton website  
www.barton-upon-humber.org.uk  As with all Council committee meetings, these are public meetings, and residents are 
welcome to attend and give their views on particular planning applications. 
As well as commenting on purely Barton applications, of which there were 55 between 1 August 2010 and 28 February 
2011, the committee also studies and comments on area-wide plans.  These have included the Housing & Employment 
Land Allocations, which is a North Lincolnshire Council consultation document, and will become the framework for         
development and growth within North Lincolnshire over the next 15 years.  In studying this document the committee      
realised that no provision had been included for an extension to the Barton cemetery.  We will therefore be pursuing this 
with the Community & Living Section at North Lincolnshire Council as they include the Burial Authority for Barton. 
As from 1 April 2011, North Lincolnshire Council will cease to provide paper copies of planning applications for interested 
persons to view in our offices.  However, we realise that viewing plans óon lineô will not suit everyone, and will be seeking 
ways to ensure that all who wish to inspect planning applications may do so locally in some alternative visual form.
